Update

Itis with great excitement
that we provide an update
on the works to prepare

for the opening of our new
Drouin Campus in January.

You may have observed the busy
pace of construction on the new
school site off McGlone Road!
Currently, you can get the best view
heading into Melbourne on the M],
looking to the left after the Drouin/
Robin Hood exit. You can also view
our latest drone footage here.

The entire site cut for all stages of
the Junior School master plan has
been completed. This will be highly
beneficial as minimal earthworks
will be needed as each stage of the
development progresses in coming
years.

We are thrilled that our four-
classroom Early Learning Centre
and playgrounds are progressing
rapidly and ahead of schedule.
Two ELC playground areas are
already visible, one landscaped
extensively to support nature play

and the second providing an open,
flexible outdoor space suitable for
a range of physical activities. The
entrance to the ELC will become

a welcoming central gathering
space with adjacent meeting and
community rooms.

Offering single classes at Pre-Prep
and Pre-Kinder during 2025, this
facility will also be accessed by
Primary students for Music and Art
and host the Out of School Hours
Care program.

Our expansive purpose-built four-
classroom primary building has
been constructed off-site, and
includes a large collaborative
space, student amenities and areas
to shelter outdoors.

Come the end of this week, this
building will be reassembled
on-site, before verandahs and
landscaping are added ready for
occupation at the start of 2025.

We will send you a link to updated
drone footage showing the
placement of this building and new
developments in coming weeks.

The Primary School will have two
ovals to use from the beginning of
next year. A hard-court surface is
in place, playgrounds and paths
have been installed and extensive
grassed and landscaped areas are
taking shape.

Building will continue into 2026,
with an additional six-classroom
facility to be constructed, providing
students with extensive classroom
and specialist areas as they move
through their primary education.
